How to get to Ivy House: 

By Rail 
Warminster is on the main line from South 
Wales to the South Coast and is easily reached 
from London via Bath or Salisbury.   
Ivy House is about 1 mile from the station. 
 

By Coach or Bus 
Services run from Bath, Bristol and Salisbury. 
The bus station is in the centre of town, about 
15 minutes walk from Ivy House 
 

By Car 

From north:  
From Bristol or Bath (A36), or from 
Trowbridge and Westbury (A350) take B3414 
at roundabout by the Services sign posted  
Warminster. 
It is 1 mile to Ivy House – after passing the 
Minster church on the left it is about 100 yards 
beyond the pedestrian controlled lights,  

immediately after the bend.  The entrance is 
on the right hand side through the wooden 

gates into the car park. 
 

From west: 
From Frome, turn left at bypass roundabout 
towards Bath. At next roundabout take B3414 
to Warminster as above. 
 

From east/south: 
Join the A36 bypass and take the exit to  
Warminster on to Deverill Road. Continue to 
top of hill and by the church on right, bear left 
onto Sambourne Road. At the mini  
roundabout at bottom turn left onto Silver 
Street. At the Obelisk monument, bear right.   
Ivy House is 30 yards on your left –  make a 
sharp turn left into the car park. 

 

Facilities: 
 

22 bedrooms – 17 single, 2 double and 3 
twin bedded rooms.  Most bedrooms are 
on the 1st floor, but 4 of our bedrooms 
are on the 2nd floor.  All rooms have their 
own washbasin and tea/coffee making 
facilities.   
One single bedroom (adjacent to a shower 
and toilet suitable for disabled use) is on 
the ground floor and there is a further  
single bedroom with ensuite accessed by 
several steps on the same floor.  There is 
wheelchair access to the ground floor and 
a portable ramp to give access to Crispin 
and to the gardens.  
 

Car parking is adjacent to the house.
